Op. 1 - Six Symphonies

Soon after Abel's arrival in London, his first concert there took place on 05.04.1759. In the
previous February his Six Symphonies op. 1, E1-E6, had been published in Amsterdam.
They must therefore have been written before his departure for London. It was not until a
year later that he published his first London print of op. 1 at his own cost.

In the course of time a total of five different prints of op. 1 appeared in London. On the
continent, in addition to the Amsterdam first print, two individual symphonies were pub-
lished in an anthology in Paris. RISM lists 26 copies of prints of all six symphonies world-
wide. In addition, 37 handwritten copies of individual symphonies of op. 1 exist.

There is no doubt that the Six Symphonies op. 1 established Abel's success in England.
They were so popular that a total of four different keyboard versions appeared in print.

Op. 4 - Six Symphonies

On 24.05.1762 Abel announced his Six Symphonies op. 4, E7-E12, which he had printed
by Robert Bremner at his own expense: “Printed for the Author and Sold at his House at
the Dial in Greek Street St. Anns Soho". They were dedicated to “His Royal Highness the
Duke of York", which shows that Abel had already established very good relations with
the royal family after only a few years in England. Later on, six other prints of these
symphonies appeared in London, Paris, Leipzig and The Hague. RISM lists 34 copies of
these prints that still exist worldwide. In addition, 45 handwritten copies of individual
symphonies have survived.

Op. 7 - Six Symphonies

Five years later, in 1767, Abel published his Six Symphonies op. 7, E13-E18, this time with
the addition “Sold by R. Bremner, facing Somerset-House in the Strand”. Robert Bremner
had meanwhile become Abel's most important publisher in London. The symphonies of
op. 7 were reprinted the same year in Amsterdam and two years later in Paris, and anoth-
er reprint was published in London after Abel's death.

These symphonies are still relatively well known today, because one of them, the sixth in
E flat major has also been handed down in a copy written by W. A. Mozart, see

D-B Mus.ms.autogr. Mozart, W. A, 18, p. 285. The young Mozart copied this symphony
during his visit to London in about 1765 with the assistance of his father Leopold. The
